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On the morning of November 13, 2015 combined Peshmerga and Yazidi forces, with

US  Special  operators  and  USAF  tactical  support,  successfully  cut  off  the

occupied city of Sinjar in northern Iraq. This action blocked Highway 47, the

strategic  line  of  communications  between  the  Islamic  State  self-declared
