
Ohio doctor fired for anti-
Semitic  tweets,  including
threats  to  give  Jews  "the
wrong meds"

A prominent hospital in Cleveland, Ohio, fired a first-year
resident after discovering anti-Semitic comments in her social
media posts.

Lara Kollab was identified as the fired employee behind the
comments. She worked as a supervised resident at the Cleveland
Clinic from July to September, Cleveland.com Touro College
where she trained (during which period she made some of her
comments) said

We  are  shocked  that  one  of  our  graduates  would  voice
statements  that  are  antithetical  to  Touro  and  to  the
physicians’ Hippocratic Oath. We have received word from the
Cleveland Clinic where Dr. Kollab was last affiliated and
learned that she is no longer employed there.

The  Plain  Dealer  has  not  been  able  to  reach  Kollab  for
comment.
